FY 2015. She envisions eventisalings of 15 per cent. Her
proposal came as a complete surpriseet@rnpone at the Hs-
torical Society, and no one there had any input in it. dn Fe
ruary 12, the Historical Society held a meeting &ruls the
matter. Oklahoma Division Chief of Staff John Priddy
Commander Larry Logaattended the meeting on behalf of
the Oklahoma Division.

Among other issues, the meeting attendees explotiee
impact such a move would have on the many contracts and
agreements the Hstorical Society has with entities such as
National Archives and Records Administration, Smitreso

Bu, in addition to providing input to event planning,
having an appointed Comnsisn member would haveer
flected our organization as @if not the ¢ official represena-
tive of our Confederatancestors.| believe the OHS admi
istration was most influential in developing the r@mission
and driving its agenda, and believe for its opwlitical pu-
poses the OHS administration deliberately denied us pn a
pointedrepresentativeon the Commission (unlike thatne
joyed byour Federal counterpart).

In May 2005, the "old Division" officers arranged for the
national organization to donate $3800 of SCV funds to the
OHS for a "Confederate RoomFor those who may er
call,the old Historical Society building southeast of the iCap
tol included a Confederate Room and a Union Rodoth
were repositories of excellent and easily accessible exhilbits
relics from the War.l believe a similar room was anticipated



in the new Historical Center, with Confederate relics og+ di
play including the flags, weapons, unit rolls, and maps I recall
from the old Center's room.Such has ndbeen the case.
Rathe, a single room has been included in the new Center at
the far end of a corridor including rest rooms and staff office
spaces. Entitled the "Union Memorial Roof@onfedeate
Memorial Room," it is not a part of the exhibit area; rather it
is a meeting roonaccessible only by finding a staff person to
unlock it. When | was last there it had no appreciable relics
or other items celebrating the War in Indian Territory, nor our
ancestors

Further, in accepting the $35,000, the OHS was to affix a
commemordive bronze plaque acknowledging the "Codife
erate Room" (OHS terminology¢onfederate Merorial Hall"
(SCV terminology)To my knowledgethat plaque, dspite
being promised in subsequent correspondenees to be
mounted at the entrance to the room It still doesn't exist.
Please note that for our $35,000 it isn't even solely our room;
nor are we even listed first.

As the executive director explained to me, the newi€e
is based on advanced museum design, a time tunnel model of
revolving exhibits withever changing displaysHe told me
we'd be invited to assist in changing displays to fairly depict
the War in Indian Territory. To my knowledge we've never
been able to do soAnd what little of the War has beenddi
played has been at the very back b&texhibit hall.

When visiting the OHS and its executive directaroted
that the Daughters of Union Veterans of the Civil War had
membership brochures displayed in the Historical Center's
lobby, on a walmounted display rack, together with @
churesof other organizations and tourist venuesasked the
executive director if our SCV membhipbrochures might be
included in the display, and was told he was unaware of the
"Daudters" brochure was there, that it shouldn't be, and
they'd be removed (andve couldn't have our brochures g
played). | have no idea how long those "Daughters'obr
chures had been displayed, but he clearly didn't want our
information on the wall.

The OHS doesn't display the Confederate Battle Flag,
which for years was the symbol our Confederacy on State
grounds. Nor does it display th&™ National Flag, the last
and still official national flag of our Confederady.flies the
15t National Flag, in my opinion a decision reflecting it
correctnessg given the nature ofhistory instruction today,
practically no one knows what thé&®t National Flag is, while
the 3 National includes the Battle Flag in its cantpmot
politically correct.

I'm sure the OHS is happy to receive our donationstwha
ever the amount.But, | hawen't seen its administration pr
vide practical supporfor our cause.| suppose the above
observations and experience may come across as ovenly se
sitive. But, | do believe strongly in our status as official repr
sentatives of our Confederate argters and the guardians of
their history. | believe some of the keHS administration
isat best indifferent to us, willing to take but not to give.

| don't know whether or not we'd be better served
if OHSwvas consolidated with and administerbg the [e-
partment of Tourismand Recreationbut | don't think we

could be worse welcomed or servéthn we've been to date
by the OHS.

The Governor's proposal for consolidating theserages,
including the OHS, would require legislation and, given the
limits on legisdtion which may be enacted ding a session,
it's probably a mediumto longshot this proposal will be &c
ed on. Even if it was, | personally doubt key services of the
OHS¢ like document preservationg would be signifcantly
affected. Government enties facing budget cuts or other
fiscal limitations fequently highlight as possible losses of
service those most disagreeable to the populati@ase in
point the Obama Administrationlosing of the World War |l
monument in Washington DC during lafstl's budget m-
passe.lt appears to me the Governor is merely attetimg to
achieve efficiencies in state government by reducing wane
essary administrative redundancy and funding througin-co
solidation. This is already being done with information bec
nology sevices formerly resident in each individual state
agency.

Regardless, | think as an organization our interest in this
issue ihow we'retreated by the OHS; how it supports our
cause. | understand the Governor has been apparter of
the OHSI don't knowthat she's been or is a supporter of the
SCV hut, | doubt it. | don't believe we have any practical
standing with the OHS nor do | believe this situation with the
Governor's proposal offers us any leverage with the OHS to
promote our cause.Onlysigniicant changes iour politically
correct cuture and in the OHS administration would make
any positive benefit to the SCV possible, and | don't foresee
either hgppening.

Again, | appreciate Commander Logan inviting mm-co
ments and | hope they may addlue to your considetion
on how, if at all, our Division should act in response to the
Governor's proposal.

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The Salt Wars

On Christmas Eve 1863, the Union steamBisylightand
Howqua, set out from Beaufort, N@vith volunteers from
the 158" New York an®™ Vermont onboard. Their destin
tion was Bear Inlet, where they were to join the warship the
Iron Age to destroy local salt works, as well as a cargo of salt
offloaded by a Southern blockade runner that had heap-
tured the previous day.Arriving at low tide, the steamers
were urable to land their troops until Christmas morning.
Once mshore, the federal forces set about destroying three
Confederate salt works, as many as 400 sacks of salt and do
ens of enpty turpentine barrels. By 5:30 that afternoon, the
expedtion had returned unscathed to Beaufort.

No detailed record of this particular raid survives, bet d
scriptions from other expeditions tell of sailors and soldiers
armed with sledge hammers, awls andea coming ashore to

It took two bushels, about 110 pounds, of salt to
cure 1,000 pounds of pork, and 1.25 bushels to cure 500
pounds of beef. And salt was useful in myriad other ways,
from tanning leather to fixing the dyes in iy uniforms
and feeding livestock.

Responsible for providing salt to their civilian populations,
individual states creat an array of administrative pree
dures for distributing the essential mineral within theirrbo
ders. In Georgia, for example, heads of families could pu
chase a haibushel of salt for $2.501If a widow had a son in
the Confederate Army, the price dropped $1; if her his-
band had died fighting for the Confederacy, she paid nothing.
States also began taxargo shipments out of state, prohibit
monopolies, and go into the business of purchasing and-ma
ufacturing salt.

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Battle of Muddy Boggyreenactment

Battle of Muddy Boggy
February 13, 1864

Sesquicentennial Commemoration

The 150" anniversary of the Battle of Muddy Boggy was
observed at the Confederate Memorial Museum and €em

The cemetery was first established by travelers on the
Butterfield Stage Road who campatia spring just north of
the Middle Boggy River, today known as Muddy Boggy.- Du
ing the War Between the States, Confederate forces kept an
outpost at the spring to guard the route to Boggy Depot,
which lay some fifteen miles southwest. In the winter of
MycHZ [/ 2f ® [MNArkdnsas IBfantyanas/aSsignedh g
to help build earthen works at Ft. McCullough. Enroute from
Fort Smith, Arkansas to Ft. Kuallough, measles swept
through the regiment, and some of the men were forced to
camp at Middle Boggy.

Approximately forty men who died were buried in the
small cemetery on the north side of Middle Boggy River.
